The First Reading: Galatians 6:7-16 
7 Do not be deceived; God is not mocked, for you reap whatever you sow. 8 If you sow to your own flesh, you 

will reap corruption from the flesh; but if you sow to the Spirit, you will reap eternal life from the Spirit. 9 So 

let us not grow weary in doing what is right, for we will reap at harvest time, if we do not give up. 10 So then, 

whenever we have an opportunity, let us work for the good of all, and especially for those of the family of 

faith. 
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11 See what large letters I make when I am writing in my own hand! 12 It is those who want to make a good 

showing in the flesh that try to compel you to be circumcised—only that they may not be persecuted for the 

cross of Christ. 13 Even the circumcised do not themselves obey the law, but they want you to be circumcised 

so that they may boast about your flesh. 14 May I never boast of anything except the cross of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, by which the world has been crucified to me, and I to the world. 15 For neither circumcision nor 

uncircumcision is anything; but a new creation is everything! 16 As for those who will follow this rule—peace 

be upon them, and mercy, and upon the Israel of God. 

The Gospel: Luke 10:1-11 
1 After this the Lord appointed seventy others and sent them on ahead of him in pairs to every town and 

place where he himself intended to go. 2 He said to them, ‘The harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are 

few; therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers into his harvest. 3 Go on your way. See, I 

am sending you out like lambs into the midst of wolves. 4 Carry no purse, no bag, no sandals; and greet no 

one on the road. 5 Whatever house you enter, first say, “Peace to this house!” 6 And if anyone is there 

who shares in peace, your peace will rest on that person; but if not, it will return to you.  7 Remain in the 

same house, eating and drinking whatever they provide, for the labourer deserves to be paid. Do not 

move about from house to house. 8 Whenever you enter a town and its people welcome you, eat what is 

set before you; 9 cure the sick who are there, and say to them, “The kingdom of God has come near to 

you.” 10 But whenever you enter a town and they do not welcome you, go out into its streets and 

say, 11 “Even the dust of your town that clings to our feet, we wipe off in protest against you. Yet know 

this: the kingdom of God has come near.” 

Sermon, 2nd Sunday after TRINITY: Rev’d Canon Eileen Harrop, 26th June 2022 

(Galatians 5:1, 13-25; Luke 9:51-62) at St Andrew’s, Winston 

In our first reading, we heard Paul’s words to the Christians of Galatia:  

“For you were called to freedom, brothers and sisters; only do not use your freedom as an 

opportunity for self-indulgence… For the whole law is summed up in a single commandment, ‘You 

shall love your neighbour as yourself.’”  

We are very familiar with that commandment – we remind ourselves every Sunday when we 

worship. You and I are commanded to love others ‘as yourself’.  But earlier this week, I was alerted to 

the need to take care of how we interpret this ‘single commandment’.  Unless we refer to Jesus, who 

gave this commandment, we risk exercising love according to our own judgement of what is love and 

loving.  In John 15, Jesus makes it clear how this commandment is to be understood: “This is my 

commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you.” We are to love ourselves as Jesus has 

loved us.  

Paul says that, otherwise, each of us may take this commandment as ‘an opportunity for self-

indulgence’, saying to ourselves, ‘it is my choice, according to my judgement and my values, how I love my 

neighbour’.  

There is only one sure way to know how to love ourselves and our neighbours as Jesus loved 

us.  We must know how Jesus treated himself and others.  This may sound pedantic: to locate all the 

occasions when Jesus related to others, to study and reflect on them. But frankly, that is what is 

needed.  How do we follow Jesus unless we truly watch and discern the ‘what, why and how’ of his 

thoughts, words, and deeds? It is all too tempting to think and say, ‘surely it must be loving when we do 

this or that’ without any reference to how Jesus would regard that situation, person, and 

circumstance.  It is even more tempting to think, ‘God gave us minds to work things out for ourselves, and 

we have experiences that we have learnt from’… ‘so we don’t need to consider what Jesus would do.’ I’ve 

heard many people choose to follow what they have read in the newspapers, or seen on the soaps on 

TV, or heard on radio discussions and reflections.  
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There are countless scenarios and situations in the world that are presented and analysed 

non-stop by the media. Some people who do not trust digital media put their trust in well-crafted 

stories or biographies or other forms of literature. But by living in this way, we are at best cherry 

picking those examples that match our circumstances then feed our tendency to select those that 

affirm our judgement. So, we say, “Of course, this is the way to do it”.  Whether it is how we reconcile 

a troubled relationship, confront a person who is unjust, or help someone living with distressing pain, 

the way we exercise love is either the way of the world or the way that we have worked out with 

the help of Jesus and the counsel of the Holy Spirit.  To choose the way of the world, my friends, is 

taking a step each time down the slippery slope to being so confident in our own values, experience, 

and intellect that we presume that is following Jesus. 

In our Gospel passage someone declares that he will follow Jesus: ‘As they were going along the 

road, someone said to him, ‘I will follow you wherever you go.’ Jesus responds by posing several scenarios 

to help him think through his undertaking.  Jesus may seem to be putting him off or boasting to his 

listeners the costly compromise or sacrifice of following him.  But no, Jesus is doing the will of his 

Father. Jesus says to them and to us, if you follow me, you will be following the will of God the 

Father.  And the very foundation of God’s will for Jesus is to love as God the Father loves.  

So, Jesus tells those listening, that this involves being prepared to do without earthly 

comforts, to be found unacceptable in the eyes of society, and even down to the most difficult 

choices – forego long farewells with those whom you love.  In my pastoral role, I have had deeply 

difficult conversations with loved ones of those whose life is ebbing away.  In my native culture, it is 

even more difficult than it is in this country to consider the move to a nursing or care home of 

someone greatly loved.  But following Jesus to love as he loved us, is to do what is in the best 

interest of those we love.  Jesus went to the Cross because it gave us the opportunity to be saved 

from our sins and for our return to eternal life. Jesus focused on what it meant to love so completely 

that there was no looking back. No regrets.  

There isn’t time to elaborate on this today. So let me say that this is where the presence and 

power of the Holy Spirit comes in. We cannot do this in our own strength. To love one another as 

Jesus has loved us, and in this context, love your neighbour as yourself, cannot be done without 

God’s help.  Paul says: ‘take care that you are not consumed by one another’. 

Our lives are nourished as we live by the Spirit, and the fruit of the Spirit will grow in us: ‘love, 

joy, peace, patience, kindness, generosity, faithfulness,  gentleness, and self-control.’ All these qualities help 

us, without self-indulgence, to live by Jesus’ single commandment: ‘love your neighbour as yourself.’
